In 2022, we embarked on a Masterplan to create a new Early Learning Centre with flexible learning and
outdoor play spaces, including gardens and an art lane.

We are delighted that from Term 1 2024, our Mamie and Annie learners
have moved into the beautifully renovated new space at Number 16 Hawkers Road. The new facilities will
allow our girls to discover adventurous and collaborative learning, while being connected to nature and to
each other.

In 2024, we will commence Stage 2 of the redevelopment, creating new Junior School learning spaces that
will help us carry out our mission to enable every girl to be the best she can be.

Thanks to our loyal supporters, this mission has been firmly upheld. Thank you for recognising that a great
education changes lives.
